Pharmacy Inventory Control

Pharmacy Formulary

· Drug records have a mnemonic/nickname.
· Generic drug record linked to decision support.

Laboratory Data Migration/Flow 
· Laboratory system data migration into the pharmacy system 

Decision Support
· Detection of drug-drug, drug-allergy, and drug-disease interactions
· High dose (adjusted for patient weight, age, and metabolism)
· Identification of the responsible party (e.g. attending, doctor on call).
· Maintenance of the identification of the responsible party.
· Formulary restrictions by facility, NDC and type of service(IP/OP)
· Business rules creation  (e.g. custom alerts or recommendations from the P&T committee) Conditions, Rules
· Laboratory data graphing - individual lab graphing.

Facilities
· Store facility addresses, multiple phone numbers, DEA, NABP, NPI, and Federal Tax ID for reporting.

Other
· Availability of patient data to pharmacy after discharge.
· Record dispensing/administration charges.
· Automated mass drug price updates from outside vendor.
· Separate internal and external patient and order comments.
· Alert system for ADT failures, business rules, other warnings. 
· Work queue.
· Ability to separate patient episodes of care/visits/encounters.
· Track user activities against patient record.
· Track user activities against inventory and rest of system.
· Track patient clinical alerts and warning messages.
· Tracked user comments against order alerts.
· Track schedule of dispenses.
