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If a goal and/or objective is new and not currently supported by the most recent Comprehensive Assessment, it is important to also complete a Comprehensive Assessment Update form.  For OMH residential programs, the Functional Assessment needs to be updated. 

It is recommended that the IAPs and IAP Review/Revisions are filed in one section of the Individual’s chart in chronological order.  Filing the treatment planning documents in chronological order captures the ongoing progress of the Individual served.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is important to remember that as with the IAP, any IAP revisions should be completed in collaboration with the Individual served.   The IAP review should incorporate family members’ views of progress, current needs and services as applicable.         

Note: PROS IAP Reviews are required to include an interpretative summary.  For further details, see Part 512.7 & 512.8 and Person-Centered Planning:  Practice and Resources, A Handbook for Rehabilitation and Recovery, Defining the Plan with Services, Supports and Interventions.
