This note should also be used by a non-prescriber when there is a need to document a crisis visit. Since a crisis is never planned, you would write “not applicable” for the section that asks you to specify which Goal(s)/Objective(s) was addressed. This is acceptable as long as there are not too many crisis notes for an individual-if that’s the case, it may be necessary to change the IAP or a different level of care. 
(PROS progress notes are required monthly or more frequently where clinically appropriate including, but not limited to, crisis or relapse situations and significant changes in individual’s status).
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
